A press area will be available for dialogue with participants, guests and MEPs. Many
participants indicated during registration that they would like to be interviewed. The young
people can be visited and interviewed in the press area. Participants who do not wish
to be interviewed or filmed wear a pink wristband. In addition, participants should also
have quiet zones and safe spaces to themselves. Please pay attention to this.

Participants under the age of 18 need the consent of both parents to give interviews. If
you wish to interview participants under the age of 18, please ask for parental consent
beforehand or get in contact with the PR-Team (communication@eyeberlin.org), as we
can also refer participants under the age of 18 with parental consent.

In general, there will always be someone at the accreditation desk, but we highly
recommend you accredit during the time slots. It is also possible to get accredited on April
18. from 5 - 6 pm, but since it is the participants' accreditation time, this slot is rather
suitable for organisations that set up a stand or have little time on the other days.

During the accreditation process, you will have to present the same identity document
used during the registration process. The volunteers at the desk will check your name
and your identification document, pls make sure that you bring the correct identity
document and that you have registered for accreditation successfully.
